Introduction and Course Objectives
Karl Marx studied An Inquiry into the Nature and Causes of the Wealth of Nations (WN) and Adam Smith’s labor theory of value influenced the development of his communist doctrines.  The diametrically opposed views of Smith and Marx concerning whether markets should be left largely alone or eliminated altogether was played out decisively on the political, military, and ultimately economic arenas of the twentieth century.  For some The Wealth of Nations has taken on biblical stature and it is used to advance what is assumed to be an unassailable point.  A complication is that, like the Bible, it is used to support conflicting points of view.  This may be explained by the observation of commentators that both are frequently quoted but seldom read.  Complicating the matter is that The Wealth of Nations accounts for only part of a comprehensive system that includes his work on natural religion, ethics, and jurisprudence in addition to economics.   Of the 3,529 pages of the Glasgow edition of his works, WN accounts for only 1,080.  To focus only on WN is to ignore 69 percent of Smith’s writings.  Any understanding of this great work is also incomplete and often misguided if the pertinence of these other works is not understood.  Adding to the problem is that the course in which he taught his system was called moral philosophy and what we know today as capitalism, industrialization, and economics were barely in their infancy.
This course has twin objectives.  As a group we will join the small group who has actually read WN.  Second, I will devote a portion of each class to discussing his life, times and other works.          
Assigned Texts
Smith, Adam, An Inquiry into the Nature and Causes of the Wealth of Nations (Indianapolis, IN: Liberty Fund, 1981).  Hard copies of Smith’s complete works are available from Liberty Fund for $107, and electronic copies of these works can be downloaded free from the same source.  Please bring your hard or electronic copy to class daily.



Assignments
Below there is a schedule of readings for the semester.  You should read each class session’s material before you come to class.  In a separate document I will provide you with an assignment sheet containing terms and discussion questions for each class session.  We will spend approximately sixty minutes of each session discussing the terms and discussion questions.  I will assign responsibility for defining the terms and leading the discussion of questions to ensure the workload is distributed evenly. 
Oxford English Dictionary
Predating wikipedia.com, the cooperative encyclopedia, by over a hundred years is the Oxford English Dictionary compiled from many thousands of paper slips citing word usage received from individuals around the world.  The monumental sixty-eight year effort bore fruit in 1928 when the 414,825-word OED was printed.  Simon Winchester tells its fascinating story in The Meaning of Everything: The Story of the Oxford English Dictionary (Oxford: Oxford University Press, 2003).  

The OED will enable us to have insight into what Adam Smith may have meant when he used a particular word.  For example, the term “undertaker” used in the General Introduction of The Wealth of Nations does not refer to a mortician, but to: “One who undertakes a task or enterprise” according to the OED.   It also offers the following:  

“1647    N. Bacon Hist. Disc. Govt. 55   That was like some enterprises that owe more to
               extremity of occasion then to the courage of the undertaker.”    

The OED can be accessed on on-line: http://www.oed.com.ezproxy.lib.utexas.edu/, and it should be used to define the terms where OED appears in parentheses after them. 
Class Participation
This class will rely on class discussion except for the first two sessions and for fifteen minutes of each session thereafter, so your participation is very important.  In order to participate fully, you should do the reading before class, using the terms and exam questions I have given you as guidance.  We will spend the class session discussing the terms and questions.  
I hope each of you will contribute actively in creating an exciting learning environment.  To achieve this goal, it is important for each of you to have prepared before class, to listen carefully to what others say, and to contribute your own questions and ideas to the discussion.    
At the end of each session I will ask you to “self-evaluate” your participation for that session on a scale of zero to two.  A “zero” indicates that you did not contribute to the discussion in a meaningful way (i.e. “no” participation).  A “one” indicates that you made some contributions to the class discussion (i.e. “low” participation).  A “two” indicates that you made significant contributions to the class discussion (i.e. “high” participation, focusing more on quality than quantity).  I will review your self-evaluation, and either (a) accept it, or (b) let you know in what way I disagree, or (c) award you an occasional “three” for those making contributions “instrumental” to the success of that class session.  
One way for you to assess your own contributions is to ask: would this be an exciting class if everyone contributed in the way I have?  Class participation is a group sport and I will assign a grade to the “team” as well as to each player.     
Effective participation can include any of the following:  (a) asking clarifying questions about something you did not understand in the reading or about a point made by a classmate or me; (b) expressing your own point of view about the issue being discussed; (c) arguing against a point made by me or one of your classmates (it is especially important to learn how to do this in a constructive manner that is not apologetic); (d) extending or integrating points made by one or more classmates or integrating material from earlier in the course, the research for your paper, or other sources (e.g., other classes or the news).  Finally, try to use each other’s names as much as possible rather than saying “he” or “she.” 
Writing Assignments
There will be two written assignments for the class.  First, I ask that you keep an electronic journal containing what what you learned over the course of the semester from class sessions, your preparation for them, and any additional information you may have acquired that is relevant to it.  
Second, I ask you to write a ten-page term paper on a mutually agreed upon topic.  Suggestions for possible topics are:
1. Discuss the statements in WN supporting the widespread belief that it is the origin of the concept of economic man, Homo economicus.
2. The view widely attributed to Adam Smith is that those who govern least govern best.  Identify the statements within WN recommending government action in light of this common view of Smith.
3. If Adam Smith was alive and used modern definitions, would he consider himself to be a liberal, conservative or libertarian?
4. It what extent does WN reflect Smith’s concerns with social justice as we define it today?
5. Was Smith pro-business or pro-competition?
6. What was it in WN that was attractive to Karl Marx?
7. What institutions of government existed in Scotland besides the crown in eighteenth century Scotland and what functions did they perform?
You should double-space your paragraphs, and use Times Roman, 12-point font, with at least one-inch margins.  The paper must be at least ten pages of text but should not exceed twelve.  The papers should utilize the University of Chicago style for footnotes, bibliography and formatting your paper.  Relevant handouts may be found at hppt://uwc.utexas.edu/handouts.
