· SR 1107: Support of Adding Faculty Led Study Abroad Programs to Tenure Consideration
· Background: Programs are highly demanded and valuable for 1) education purposes and 2) student led faculty interaction
· Purpose: Incentivize faculty participation in faculty-led study abroad programs by taking into consideration for tenure candidates
· Summary: would help increase participation and improve learning experience/ cultural exposure
